SNOW TRAILS

Since 1974, Snow Trails has taken a group of 6 to 20 Post and Rover members
into the Canadian Wilderness for the experience of being exposed to camping and
snow shoeing in extremely cold temperatures. In this program we will spend
several months training to camp and hike under severe weather conditions. The
training includes the making of your own equipment such as, wool mittens and socks,
vests, packs, parkas and foot gear. The training program will further you outdoor
skills such as fire building, wood gathering, chopping, pitching lean-to tarps,
first aid, how to keep warm in sub-zero conditions, group cold weather cooking,
and various other skills associated with these tasKé. After this training,
participants are evaluated by the leader in the learned skills. Those who qualify
go on a 10-day trip into the Canadian Wilderness for the opportunity of putting

these skills into practice.

The safety of the entire group is the primary concern, since conditions are
such that survival actually depends upon each member of the group being highly
skilled and trustworthy. It is essential that the group as a whole have confidence
and faith in each others ability to do his share. This results in personal growth
and maturity, a deeper appreciation of self and others, and an understanding of

the importance of accepting responsibilities im your life.
